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ABSTRACT


This paper contains instructions for preparing your 2004 Solar Program Review paper. It will appear in the Solar Program Annual Report exactly as it is received. Papers are limited to two pages, including all figures and tables. Therefore, complete but concise information is required. Use the four numbered section headings shown below, followed by Acknowledgements, References (if any are cited), and Major FY 2004 Publications.  
1. Objectives


Provide a concise statement of the objectives of the research, including how it relates to the Solar Program Multi-Year Technical Plan. 
2. Technical Approach


Provide a concise statement of the technical approach and the issues that are being addressed.
3. Results and Accomplishments

Identify the major results of the research and the significant accomplishments. The bulk of the paper should be allocated to this section. 
4. Conclusions

Write a concise summary of the technical and technological impacts and relevance of the work, and indicate future research directions and opportunities.
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Additional contributors to the research may be cited here. (This section is not required.) 
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General Guidelines

This sheet is an example of a laser-printed 100%-size manuscript. We will be publishing the proceedings as a black-and-white hard copy and also as a CD. Color figures or drawings are acceptable as long as they reproduce well in black and white. Required submissions include an electronic file in MS Word (not just a pdf version). 
Style and Format


Manuscripts should be single-spaced except for headings. The font type should be serif style such as Times New Roman (shown here). Use 10-point letters. Use full justification. Bold letters must be used for the paper title and major headings.


Prepare your manuscript directly on 8.5" x 11" sheets. Each sheet must be divided into a two-column format, with a column width of 3-3/8 inches and a space between columns of 1/4 inch (a total width of 7 inches). This permits side margins of 3/4 inch. The top margin is 3/4 inch for the title page and 5/8 inch on subsequent pages. The bottom margin is 3/4 inch.  You can use this file as a template by “overtyping” these instructions and saving the file under your own name.
Title Block


The title appears in upper and lower case letters without underlining, centered across both columns. Type the authors' name(s) and affiliation in upper and lower case letters centered under the title. In the case of multi-authorship, group the authors and identify each author in superscript numbers corresponding to the organization, which may be grouped below the authors. 


The position of the title is 3/4 inch below the top of the page and it appears in upper and lower case (in bold Times New Roman 12-point). The authors' name(s), affiliation, and e-mail address of the primary author appear in 10-point (Times New Roman) letters single-spaced below the title.

Abstract



The abstract title (like the example in this sheet) is centered in the left-hand column in capitalized bold letters. A blank line follows the title, and the text of the abstract (maximum of 150 words) is included in the left-hand column. The abstract includes a concise statement of objectives and a summary of important results. Please begin the text with one blank line after the abstract.
Headings and Subheadings

This sheet is formatted in the style to be followed for the headings. Major headings are in upper- and lower-case letters in bold type, but without underlining. They appear with sequential numbers, left-hand justified in the column Subheadings (if used) should be on the margin, in unbolded italic type, and numbered as 2.1, 2.2, etc. (e.g., 2.1 Sample preparation). To save space, a blank line may be placed only before major headings and subheadings.

Equations


Equations are to be numbered consecutively throughout the text. The equation number is placed in parentheses and flush with the right-hand margin of the column.

References and Major Publications

References, if any, are to be listed and numbered at the end of the paper (as shown on page 1 of these guidelines). Refer to them in the text as [1]. Major FY 2004 publications (such as journal articles or subcontract reports) related to the work and by the author(s), but which are not referenced, should follow the reference list.
Figures and Tables


Figures, tables, and line drawings must be positioned within the text. They may conform to either a one-column or two-column width; color and/or black-and-white graphics are acceptable, but the color graphics must reproduce well in black and white. They must include captions, as in the example shown. Figure captions are positioned below the figure, whereas table captions should be positioned above the tabulated information. Spell out “Figure 1” if it occurs at the beginning of a sentence; otherwise, “Fig. 1” is correct.

Submission of Papers


Your final manuscript must be submitted online no later than Wednesday, October 20. Otherwise, your paper will not appear in the Solar Program Annual Report.
